3. STANDARD OF CARE

Stable agrees to provide normal and reasonable care to maintain the health and well-being of said horse(s). 

It is understood that the horse(s) will be turned out, weather permitting.

Horse(s) will be fed twice a day. Oat-corn mix is the Stable’s feed. Horse(s) will be hayed and/or turned out to pasture. All other feeds, vitamins, and/or supplements must be provided by the Owner. If two or more supplements are desired, they must be combined by the Owner.

Stall(s) will be cleaned daily. Suitable bedding will be provided.

Upon delivery, horse(s) will be stalled for approximately 10 days, as a quarantine to protect against introduction of communicable disease.

If Owner fails to do so, Stable agrees to implement a shoeing program consistent with recognized standards. Owner is obligated to pay the expenses of such services. Fees will be posted on the chalkboard.

The Stable will paste worm horse(s) bimonthly. 

If Owner fails to do so, an equine dentist, chosen by the Stable, will check horse(s) yearly and float teeth if necessary. Fees will be posted on the chalkboard. 

A veterinarian, chosen by the Stable, will administer fall and spring vaccinations. Fees will be posted on the chalkboard.

4. RISK OF LOSS

While said horse(s) is boarded at the Stable, neither Stable, nor anyone connected with the Stable in any way, shall be liable for sickness, disease, theft, death, and/or injury suffered by the horse(s) or any other cause of action arising from or in connection to the boarding of the horse(s). All risks are assumed by the Owner. The Owner agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Stable, and anyone connected with the Stable in any way, from any loss and/or injury to said horse(s). All costs, no matter how catastrophic, connected with boarding are borne by Owner.
